WINE MAKING

Hand-picked from high-lying vineyards, cold
maceration and gentle winemaking process;
fermented separately in barrels and demi-muids.
Blended for maturation before bottling.

TASTING NOTES

A heady and rich wine right from the start, it opens

with seductive notes of brambly blackberry, wild
% raspberry, sweet spice, licorice and toast. It's full

and weighty, with a texture like crushed velvet and
a deep palate that continues to provide additional
layers of flavor with each sip.
